Additional Volunteer Information 

 We ask that EVERYONE is signed up to volunteer at a tournament by December 1st, 

2009. (note: Girls 7-8th grade tournament is Nov 7th) 

o You do not have to volunteer at the same tournament your kid(s) play in; you can opt to 
volunteer at a different tournament (ex: your son is in 4th grade, and you decide to 
volunteer at the AEYBA Girls 4-5-6 tournament) 
 

 If something comes up where you cannot volunteer during the time or for the 

tournament you signed up for, it is your responsibility to find someone to switch with! 

o Please keep this in mind if you decide to volunteer for a tournament your kid(s) do not 

play in (usually you know more parents in your own grade levels) 

o Be sure to email any change in the schedule to AEYBAdirect@yahoo.com. 

o If you cannot find anyone to switch with and need help making other arrangements for 

your volunteer hours, please contact Sue or Julie at AEYBAdirect@yahoo.com.
